Uniform CPA Exam (computerized)

· Application – The initial application will be available to print from the Hawaii page of the NASBA’s CPA Examination Services (CPAES) website (www.nasba.org) beginning February 1, 2004.

First-time candidates may print the application from the website or may call the office to request that an application be mailed.  Once the application is completed and submitted, all materials will be reviewed and verified for eligibility.  This process will take about 4-6 weeks for initial candidates.  Once the candidate is eligible, a Notice to Schedule (NTS) will be sent.  The NTS will include a candidate specific number that is required for scheduling with Prometric.

· Scheduling – To schedule your preferred test site and test section, visit the Prometric website (www.prometric.com/cpa) or call Prometric’s Candidate Services Call Center (1-800-580-9648) or call the Hawaii Prometric test center (808-441-5095) which is located at 1132 Bishop Street, Suite 750, Honolulu, Hawaii.

The NTS is valid for six (6) months, so candidates must schedule and take the examination section(s) for which application is made within that period of time.  Re-examination candidates may register by telephone or online.
CPAES anticipates that this will begin February 3, 2004, but it may be delayed by a few days.  Once re-examination candidates register, they will be mailed a Notice to Schedule within 72 hours.  To ensure that a candidate can take the test on his/her first choice date, it is recommended that registration be made at least 45 days in advance of that date.  CPAES further recommends that a candidate indicate his/her first three choices (dates) at the time of initial registration with Prometric.
